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The current property owner, Sunina Haridut, plans to convert the existing residence into 

a development featuring six units. This decision is motivated by the property's strategic 

location near key tourism destinations such as Umhlanga and Umhlanga Rocks, areas 

known for their high demand for accommodations. 

 

Sunina Haridut, the registered owner of the property, has entrusted RAJ SINGH  

(S.A.C.A.P REG No.ST0224)   to represent them in the rezoning application process. 

 

Nestled on Kingston Drive, the property enjoys direct access from the same thoroughfare 

and spans an area of 1441 square meters. This prime location provides an ideal 

foundation for the proposed development, given its accessibility and strategic significance 

within the broader urban landscape. 
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The proposal entails transforming the existing residential property into a six-unit 

development to meet the increasing demand for both long and short-term 

accommodations, especially given its proximity to major tourist attractions. The planned 

development will feature a double-storey structure designed to blend with the residential 

ambiance of the neighbourhood, ensuring it integrates smoothly into the surroundings 

without disrupting views or infringing on the privacy of nearby properties. The 

development will consist of six diverse units, including one 1-bedroom unit, four 2-

bedroom units, and one 3-bedroom unit, designed to accommodate the diverse needs of 

residents and visitors to the area. 
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Situated in the vibrant coastal suburb of Umhlanga, the proposed development site 

benefits from its prime location within a renowned tourist destination. Umhlanga boasts a 

dynamic blend of residential and commercial establishments, creating a bustling 

atmosphere enriched with leisure and business opportunities. Positioned along Kingston 

Drive, the property enjoys seamless access to local activity corridors, enhancing its 

connectivity to key amenities and attractions within the area. 

 

 

Access to the site remains convenient and unaltered, directly accessible from Kingston 

Drive. This strategic positioning ensures ease of accessibility for residents, visitors, and 

service providers alike, contributing to the accessibility and functionality of the proposed 

development. 
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The property is owned by Sunina Haridut, who seeks to initiate the rezoning process to 

realize the envisioned six Unit Development. No restrictive title deed conditions have been 

identified, underscoring the flexibility and potential for development on the site. 

 

Upon thorough examination, no restrictive title deed conditions have been uncovered for 

the property. This absence of limitations provides a favourable environment for the 

proposed development to proceed without encumbrances, facilitating the implementation 

of the rezoning application. 

 

The subject property, identified as Erf 803 in Umhlanga Rocks,(Extension No.9) covers a 

total area of 1441 square meters. This expansive parcel of land provides ample space for 

the proposed development of six residential units, allowing for the creation of spacious 

and comfortable living environments, complete with necessary amenities. The generous 

size of the property ensures that each unit can be designed with both functionality and 

aesthetics in mind, offering potential residents attractive and practical accommodations. 

Additionally, the layout can be planned to include communal areas and green spaces, 

enhancing the living experience, and adding value to the development. 

 

Currently zoned as Special Residential 1000, the property is designated for a transition to 

General Residential 7 zoning. This change is crucial for the establishment of the six-unit 

development, ensuring alignment with intended land use objectives and compliance with 

regulatory requirements. The proposed rezoning aims to adjust the land use designation 

to fit the planned development more appropriately, thereby ensuring it meets planning 

regulations and integrates smoothly into the surrounding built environment. This strategic 

adaptation of zoning will facilitate the development's successful implementation while 

maintaining harmony with the area's existing architectural landscape. 
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With a flat terrain, the site exhibits no environmentally sensitive areas, facilitating 

straightforward development planning and implementation. The absence of topographical 

constraints streamlines the design and construction process, ensuring efficient utilization 

of the land while minimizing environmental impact. 

 

The proposed development is not anticipated to exert significant adverse effects on traffic 

flow or circulation patterns in the surrounding area. Its strategic location along Kingston 

Drive and the provision of adequate parking facilities contribute to the smooth integration 

of the six Unit Development within the existing transportation network, promoting 

accessibility and convenience for residents and visitors alike. 

 

To accommodate the needs of residents and guests, the development includes ample on-

site parking facilities, aligned with the requirements for a six-unit development. This 

ensures adequate parking capacity to meet expected vehicular demand, helping to 

prevent potential congestion and improve overall traffic management in the vicinity. This 

thoughtful provision of parking space supports a smooth traffic flow and contributes to the 

convenience and accessibility of the development. 

 

Given the absence of environmentally sensitive areas on the site, no significant 

environmental impact is expected from the proposed development. As the project 

primarily involves internal alterations to an existing structure, it is unlikely to introduce 

substantial changes to the site's ecological integrity or surrounding environment. 

Consequently, the need for an extensive environmental assessment is obviated, 

streamlining the approval process, and expediting project commencement. 
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In line with sustainable development principles, the proposed project emphasizes the 

efficient utilization of existing infrastructure resources, thereby minimizing the need for 

extensive new installations. By leveraging the current water, stormwater, and wastewater 

connections, the development ensures optimal resource utilization while reducing 

environmental impact and construction costs. 

 

The project will maintain its reliance on the existing water supply network, thereby 

avoiding the need for additional water infrastructure. This approach promotes water 

conservation and sustainability by optimizing the use of available resources and 

minimizing the strain on local water systems. 

 

Similarly, the development will utilize the existing stormwater drainage system, eliminating 

the requirement for new stormwater infrastructure. By integrating with the established 

drainage network, the project mitigates the risk of flooding and erosion while preserving 

the natural hydrological balance of the surrounding area. 

 

Utilizing the existing wastewater connections ensures efficient sewage disposal without 

necessitating the construction of new wastewater infrastructure. This approach promotes 

environmental stewardship by minimizing the discharge of pollutants and conserving 

water resources through responsible wastewater management practices. 
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The proposed rezoning aligns seamlessly with the Residential designation outlined in the 

municipality's Spatial Development Framework. By embracing a residential land use 

classification, the development contributes to the realization of the municipality's broader 

spatial development objectives, which prioritize the creation of sustainable, inclusive, and 

liveable communities. Moreover, the alignment with the Spatial Development Framework 

reflects a concerted effort to leverage urban planning principles to enhance the quality of 

life for residents and visitors while optimizing the utilization of land resources in a manner 

that promotes long-term environmental sustainability. 

In essence, the proposed development's alignment with the municipal spatial plans 

underscores its strategic merit and significance in advancing the municipality's 

overarching development goals. By embracing a collaborative and forward-thinking 

approach to urban planning, the proposal paves the way for the realization of a vibrant, 

resilient, and inclusive built environment that enriches the lives of all stakeholders within 

the eThekwini municipality.
